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During the 2010-2011 academic year, the University Core Curriculum Oversight Committee met six times – three meetings in the fall semester and three meetings in the spring semester. 
Additionally, the committee met in private to review the existing courses in core curriculum to evaluate the frequency of scheduling, the ratio of adjunct to full-time faculty teaching UCC courses, and the comparison of the course SLO’s to the UCC category description.
Tuesday, September 14
The first meeting of Academic Year 2010-2011 set policies and procedures for the operation of the University Core Curriculum Oversight Committee.  Joann Brown was re-elected chair of the UCCOC.  Meeting dates and goals were established for the year and the Faculty Senate’s Policies and Procedures Document was approved.

Additionally, the Committee discussed how the review of the existing core course would take place in the 2010-2011 academic year. The Faculty Senate motion that authorized adoption of the University Core Curriculum stipulates that “so as to ensure the academic integrity and meaningfulness of all courses proposed as fulfilling the UCC requirements of Florida International University, a peer review process shall be initiated wherein all courses are reviewed no less than once every three years by faculty members outside the department or school in which the course is offered. Review criteria shall be established by the appropriate Senate committee . . . .” The last review took place in the academic year 2007-2008.

Tuesday, October 19
The committee approved the inclusion of Introduction to East Asia (ASN 3410) to the Societies & Identities category and The Ideas of Origins (IDH 1002) to the Humanities with Writing category of the core curriculum.

The proposal for Global Supply Chains to be included in the Foundation of Social Inquiry category was sent back to the faculty for revision.

The process of collecting data related to the course reviews this fall was discussed and it was determined.  The categories reviewed in the fall were:

· Quantitative reasoning

· Natural Sciences

· Humanities with Writing

· Arts

Tuesday, November 23
The committee approved the addition, of Global Supply Chains as a foundational GL designated course to the Social Inquiry category of the core curriculum.  Additionally, Black Popular Cultures (AFA 2004) was approved to replace African Worlds-An Introduction (AFA 2000) in the Societies & Identities category of the core curriculum.

Friday, December 10

Courses within the categories below were reviewed.  A full report will be submitted after the review of the remaining categories—to be done in June.

Tuesday, February 22
The committee approved the inclusion of Great Ideas in Science for one year as a “test” course in either the Physical or Life Sciences category of the core curriculum.  Further inclusion of this course, after the one year approval, would require submission of data related to the courses SLO’s.

Tuesday, April 5

The committee approved the inclusion of Diversity of Meaning: Language, Culture and Gender in Society as a foundational GL designated course for inclusion in the Societies & Identities category of the core curriculum.  

Other GL courses were discussed and sent back for revision: The Global Scientific Revolution and its Impact on Quality of Life; Global Climate Change: Science, Society and Solutions; The Culture of Capitalism and Global Justice.

Brewing Science and lab was unanimously rejected as not reaching the threshold of science similar to other classes in the Physical and Life Science categories of the core curriculum.

Global Learning course, Sustainability Assessment of Energy Alternative for World Communities was not approved for inclusion into the core.
