Course Proposals

Changes to a course prefix, number, credit hours, title description, or prerequisite, must have an electronic current syllabus attached to justify the change.

New course proposals must be submitted with an attached electronic proposed syllabus which includes learning outcomes, major topics & textbooks. Experimental courses must be submitted to Jenel Patterson in the Registrar’s Office and will not be repeated as experimental unless there are extenuating circumstances, e.g., a permanent number for the previously submitted and approved non-experimental course has not been received. 

All Other Proposals

In addition to the paper submission, all proposals must include an electronic copy and a completed proposal checklist available from the curriculum forms page.  If your proposal requires a hearing, you must submit extra copies when you are notified by the Senate office that you are scheduled for a hearing.  Please do not submit copies for hearings with your original proposal. Please click here to check hearing requirements and the number of copies you will be asked to submit.
