I.       Approval of the Agenda- The agenda was approved as presented.

III. Applicants receiving the highest number of nominations from the committee shall receive the award.  The committee reserves the right to decline to award when the published criteria are not met.”

One of the applicants for this award (T3) is on leave.  Ms. Rubio will ask Vice Chair Koptur how to proceed with this applicant.
