On-Line Committee Report

On Friday September 18, the Online review committee held its first meeting of this new academic year.

Most of our discussion was dedicated to the contract signed by FIU with the private company HEH to develop and offer fully online degree programs (the first of them is scheduled to start in November 2009 (Corporate MBA)), and the curricular issues related to these programs.

The committee showed concern about the curriculum issues of these programs, as well as the partnership with HEH to offer them. Several concerns were raised about the contract signed between FIU and HEH, and we'll continue looking at them, trying to get more information about the structure of this contract. 

The committee feels that some process should be in place to review and approve any regular course/program that is going to be implemented online. It also believes that might be a worthy goal to develop a comprehensive broad vision for the online initiative at FIU.

The committee is planning to continue looking at these issues and possibly make recommendations to the Faculty Senate.

At the moment, we would like to put forward the following motion:

"Before any new online degree program is developed, it has be brought forward to the Faculty Senate for discussion"

The Committee will hold its next meeting on October 2-nd.
