Faculty Senate Standing Committee
University Curriculum Committee By-Laws
Article I. Membership

A. This committee shall consist of at least one faculty representative from each unit who shall be elected by the members of their respective unit.  

B. The term of membership shall be two years. Units should fill the unexpired part of the term of any member who is unable to continue serving on the committee.

C. The Chair of the Faculty Senate may also appoint Senators to the committee in accordance with Article V(F), provided that a majority of the committee’s membership is elected directly by the units (from FS Constitution).

D. All committee members shall begin their term of office effective September 1st of the year in which they were elected to office.   
E. The committee shall elect a Chair and a Vice-Chair at its first meeting in the fall term.
Article II.  Duties and Responsibilities 

A. To evaluate and recommend  to the Faculty Senate curricular policies and procedures; 

B. To  evaluate and recommend to the Faculty Senate curricular proposals and catalog copy;

C. To maintain at the Senate office written Policies and Procedures; and
D. To perform other related duties as directed by the Senate or the Senate Chair.
Article III. Voting  
A. A quorum for a meeting will consist of fifty percent of the membership (rounding up in the case of an odd number of members) or fifty percent plus one (in the case of an even number of members).  For purposes of calculating a quorum the size of the body shall exclude unfilled vacancies.

B. Voting issues will be decided by a simple majority where the number of votes including abstention must satisfy the above quorum requirement.  The chairperson votes as a unit representative.
Article IV.  Meetings
A. An Academic Year University Curriculum Committee Calendar of Meetings will be developed and posted on the Faculty Senate web site by the fall semester.

B. Additional meetings/hearings shall be held as needed.
C. If an elected member of the committee cannot be present for a meeting, an alternate should attend.

D. If any unit is not represented at two consecutive meetings, this fact shall be communicated to the appropriate Faculty Senate Steering Committee member. The Faculty Senate Steering Committee member shall inform the chairperson of the Faculty Senate of the new replacement member and alternate. 
E. All proposed action items from Senate standing committees should be referred to the Chair for placement on the Senate meeting agenda.
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
